In 2007, the Province of Ontario lured Richard Florida, the architect of the

Creative Class Struggle challenges the dominance of these ideas. Our
campaign exposes the politics concealed in the glossy myth of the ‘creative class,’
and confronts the people, governments, and institutions that propagate it. To
this end, Creative Class Struggle uses Florida and his theories as a vehicle into a
broader set of debates about justice, urban governance, and neoliberalism.
