The Byzantine age continued to employ the
fire-lighting methods handed down from
Antiquity (see in the present volume 45-
46): 1. by percussion, 2. by friction, and 3. by
means of a concave glass lens or fire-glass'.
A passage from the llepi 1A katalayrg
Hepaiotou written by Michael Psellos in
the 1" c., which is quoted by Eustathius of
Thessalonica (12* c.) in his Commentary on
Homer’s lliad, seems to summarise nicely
the inventions of the ancient Greek world
for kindling a fire, which survived into Byz-
antium? Matches, of course, did not exist in
the form that we know them until 1827, and
the modern lighter was not in use before the
beginning of the 20" c.3.

1. Lighting by percussion

To produce a spark by the percussion meth-
od, a fire-producing stone*i.e. aflint, is struck
sharply downwards against another (fig. 1).
One of the two stones may be replaced by a
metal “flint-striker” (“iupékBorov”, pyrekbo-
lony (fig. 2), usually made of an iron alloy; this
is also simply called a “flint”, after the hard
stone originally used to strike a spark.

In order to produce a spark by this method,
the stones must contain silica. The stones
commonly used for this purpose were forms
of quartz, as well as iron pyrites®. They were
described as (pyrites, from the Greek word
pyr, “fire”), and in the Roman world as igni-
arius lapis’.

That this method continued to be used in
Byzantine times is clear from references to
firestones in written sources, such as this
passage from Athanasius of Alexandria (4%
c.), which describes an attempt to create a
spark using a “ABou nupekBdélou’, i.e. fire-
stone® and this from Souidas (10" ¢.) where-
by the firestone called “nupttig AiBog™.

The use of firestones to kindle a fire is also
implied in this passage from Constantine
Loukites (early 14" c.), in his encomium for
St Eugenius™.

Sparks could also be produced by striking
a flint-striker (“rupéxBolov”, pyrekbolon)
against a piece of flint or iron pyrites (fig. 2).
These flints may have been made of steel as
early as the 4" ¢, once the appropriate alloy
was developed™. The Roman poet Pruden-
tius (late 4t"-early 5% c.) refers to the use of
a flint-striker to “make the flame leap from
the stone”: “Quamvis innumero sidere re-
giam/ Lunarique polum lampade pinxeris,/
Incussu silicis lumina nos tamen™.

Two different shapes of flint-striker are
known to have been used in Byzantium, one
shaped something like the letter B (fig. 3i)
and the other oval (fig. 3ii). Both appear to
have been ergonomically designed to fit the
human fist perfectly (fig. 2). Iron flint-strikers
found in excavations at, for example, Olym-
pia*, Sardis® and Corinth® confirm the use

of this method in the Byzantine age. From
Corinth comes part of a flint-striker, found
in the tomb of a wandering soldier, dating
from the late 6th or early 7" c.”, while the
Serbian site of Stala¢ has yielded flint-strik-
ers from the period between the late 14t
and the early 15t c..

2. Lighting by friction

The survival of the friction method of pro-
ducing a spark in the Byzantine age is con-
firmed by Psellos' observation that the
same result could be achieved by rubbing
two pieces of wood together» (fig. 4i-iv) or
by rubbing iron against wood=. Eustathius

also knew that one of the two sticks that

were rubbed together to produce a spark
was laid flat on the ground (this was the
“otopelqg”, storeus, ‘spreader’), while the
other was rotated rapidly over it in the man-
ner of a drill>. Devices like this, called fires-
ticks (“Sullopwtid”, xylophotid) were still in
use in Epirus in the middle of the 20t c.=.

3. With a lens or mirror

Lighting a flame with the aid of concave
glass lenses or fire-glasses that focus the
sun’s rays, a method in use at least from the
Hellenistic period®, was also practised by
the Byzantines®.

That the property of glass objects to focus
the sun’s rays on something in order to start
a fire continued to be exploited in the Early
Byzantine period is attested by a device de-
scribed by a 4" c. cleric, Epiphanius of Sa-
lamina, which used a glass vessel filled with
water to focus the sun's rays on some flam-
mable material and thus cause it to catch
fire® (fig. 5i,ii). Suidas not only confirms the
use of glass to kindle a fire but also gives a
detailed description of the process using a
fire-glass®.

Experimental archaeology has shown that
in some cases a stone with similar properties,
such as crystal or rock crystal, could be sub-
stituted for the fire-glass, and that any shiny
object that could focus the sun’s rays on an-
other could be used in place of a mirror?.

Steps in lighting a fire

a. Launching the sparks

In the first two methods the flame was lit
by striking or rubbing together two pieces

of wood or stone until they produced the
initial sparks, which in Byzantine texts are
called “mepintepa nupdg” (periptera pyros,
“sparks of fire”)?, or simply nepintepa®, and
“anocruvBnpiopol” (apospintherismoi, ‘emis-
sions of sparks)*, while in the third method
the flammable material ignited by the use of
a fire-glass.

b. Using flammable materials to feed the
flame

In order to transmute the first sparks or
traces of fire into a flame, some flammable
substance was used: “with readily ignitable
fibres of flax or hemp it was preserved™,
as Epiphanius of Salamina wrote in the 4"
c.. Dry grass, spunk, tinder, cotton, scraps of
cloth and certain rushes® were also laid be-
side these first materials, to catch the sparks
that would be blown into flames. Once
the flame had caught, it had to be fed with
some sort of fuel, such as wood, dry leaves
or vegetable fibres®. Drawing on the text
of Eustathius of Thessalonica (12" ¢.)** and
making use of information gleaned from the
rural life of his own day (mid 20" c.), Phae-
don Koukoules tells us that a person light-

ing a fire would begin with kindling, usually
thin sticks of wood or tinder or torchwood3,
over which were placed such flammable
substances as naphtha, sulphur or a soft fat
like lard®, rather than a hard one, like suet®.

The tinder (Greek “ioka”, Latin esca)®
(fig. 6) used as kindling was prepared from
spunk, a dry spongy substance extracted
from a fungus that grows on dead wood or
on dead areas of the trunks of living trees,
chiefly beech, less often other broad-leaved
species, and very rarely on conifers (fig.
6). The fungus aridus® of the Romans, it is
now known as fomes fomentarius®, from
the verb foveo®, meaning to warm, caress,
soothe, revigorate®. It is a saprophyte fun-
gus, which produces its spores in woody
tubes ending in pores. When dry, the soft
downy flesh ignites easily when it comes in
contact with sparks. Since the flint-striker
could only heat the tinder, in order to pro-
duce a real flame the Romans used sulfurati,
sulphur-tipped twigs®.

Preserving and transmitting the flame

Although the various methods developed
meant that a fire could be lit fairly quickly
- this could take from eight seconds to two
minutes* - and easily, it was generally pre-
ferred to keep a fire alive rather than relight
it*. This probably explains the word “napa-
¥out " (“parahout”), recorded in a (modern)
dictionary from Tenedos and meaning the
hearth where food was cooked on a wood
fire. The derivation is from the verb “para-
chono” [mapaydvew, b, < mapd + ydvw <
éxwoa, adp. Tou apy. x@vvupt], meaning to
shove under, to bury, presumably because
once the cooking was finished the coals
were covered with ashes to keep them alive
until the next morning when they could be
blown up into a new fire. The idea of lighting
afire from embers is illustrated beautifully in
any number of Renaissance paintings®. The

firebrands were removed from the blazing
hearth and used as torches, or torches were
lit from its flames, or candles, firebrands or
torches were lit and used to light other lights,
presumably in a way similar to that depicted
by Michelangelo (1475-1564) in a detail of the
fresco, “the Erythraean Sibyl”, on the ceiling
of the Sistine Chapel in the Vatican.

When a fire was to be maintained exclu-
sively for purposes of illumination, another
element was added: this was some slow-
burning material, such as oil or beeswax on a
wick, which made it possible to keep a small
flame burning while at the same time reduc-
ing the amount of heat and smoke gener-
ated?. Thus, the role played in the home by
the hearth and the embers which kept the
fire alive was played in the church by the ev-
er-burning (akoimeta, “unsleeping”) candles
and altar fire®.

As it has pointed out, neither the un-
quenched lamps of the Graeco-Roman and
Jewish worlds (see in the present volume
282) nor the unsleeping lamps of the Chris-
tian churches initially hid any symbolism;
rather, they acquired a sacred character pre-
cisely because they kept alive the flame that
was so useful and so necessary to human life.
The ever-burning light was therefore a prac-
tical response to the difficulty of kindling a
flame®.

The pilgrim Etheria, who travelled in the
Middle East in 381-384, attests the use of the
ever-burning lights in the cemetery of the
Monastery of Saint Sophia at Silifke to light
countless lamps and candles in a ceremony
she attended®. According to her account, in
Jerusalem the lighting of the lamps at 4 p.m.,
known as Lychnikon (“Auxvikév”, in Latin
Lucernare, “lamp-lighting”), was performed
daily before the altar. In this ceremony the
priest brought the ever-burning light from
the Holy Tomb and lit the other lamps from
the consecrated flame®. Prudentius has
been interpreted as comparing the body
of Christ to the flint-striker from which the
flame springs®, imitating the annual custom
of the lighting of the Paschal candle, which
was done in the same way; the lamp-lighting
before the evening service was a humble
daily reminder of that great annual festival®.

The lighting of the Paschal candle, accord-
ing to the typikon (rules of liturgical or mo-
nastic practice) described in the codices
Benevento 33 and Vat. Lat. 10673, was per-
formed by the bishop or priest with the help
of a smaller candle, which had been lit from
a new fire. In some cases the lighting was
apparently done with an object resembling
a rod rather than a ritual candle®. Images
from the Byzantine period give a very clear
picture of the lighting or transmission of a
flame. Also, the lighting of a Hanukkah lamp
(see in the present volume cat. nos 209,
210) is illustrated on a page from an ltalian
manuscript, dated 1374, in the British Library,
London (Ms. Or. 5024, fol. 19 recto) and on
a page from the Rothschild Miscellany, ca.
1470 (Museum of Israel, M803-9-61)%. A sim-
ilar image is preserved in monastic practice
as seen on Mount Athos®. The term kalam-
os (“kdhapog” = cane), which has been inter-
preted as a large candle or metal rod used
to light tall standing candles, is perhaps the
Byzantine name of the objects depicted in
those scenes, which may have been holders
for the waxed-wick lamp-lighter (kandilok-
eri) which is still used to simplify the task
of transmitting the flame. This is seen in the
practice preserved on Mount Athos, where
the monk in charge of lighting the lamps
and candles uses a wooden rod (see in the
present volume 275), fitted with a skein of
waxed or double-waxed thread from which
the required length is cut and which has the
advantage of not dripping®, a tradition pre-
sumably handed down from earlier ages. An
object depicted in Arcimboldos “Allegory
of Fire”, a 16™-century painting, seems to be
similar to the kandilokeri®. The use of a burn-
ing brand of some kind, whether torch, lan-
tern, lamp or candle, to transmit the flame is
moreover implicit in the Greek name for the
process, “petalapnddeuon’= handing on to
another as a torch®°.

Conclusions

Koukoules has noted that, although Eus-
tathius repeatedly uses the word “nupeia”
(pyreia, “firesticks”), it should not be con-
sidered as part of the common vocabulary

to light the hearth™. He goes on to record
the names used in various parts of the
Greek-speaking world for such fire-stones®.
The list includes, interestingly enough, vari-
ants of a word meaning collectively every-
thing that was needed to light a fire, i.e. flint,
steel and tinder: ‘pyrobolika’ in Kithira, lkaria
and Crete, ‘pyriolika’ in Karpathos, ‘pyrko-
likd" in Cyprus and ‘pyrbolika’ in Kythnos®.
The 13™-century Lexicon attributed to Zon-
aras says that the terms pyreion and pyreia
(firesticks’) denoted indifferently the sticks
rubbed together to produce fire or the fire-
stones used for the same purpose®. Taking
into account that this term survived into the
20" c,, when it was applied to matches (see
in the present volume cat. no 327), we may
assume that down the centuries it was used
to describe any means of lighting fire.

The anonymous Byzantine Treatise on
Strategy, a text from the middle of the 6"
c.,, notes that for lighting a signal fire sentries
were required to keep on hand: “Firewood,
reeds, tree branches and dry grass should
be gathered and kept on hand. The men
should carry flint stones with them. Hemp
thrown upon a fire causes a fierce flame and
dense, high clouds of smoke™s. The emperor
Constantine VII Porphyrogenitus stresses
the importance of tinder and flint-strikers
(pyrekbola), which he includes among the
equipment to be prepared and carried by
expeditionary forces®. The fact that these
are mentioned together with means of il-
lumination points up the direct relation be-
tween the two.

The presence of “fire-stone” in the equip-
ment of those posted as sentries, the in-
clusion of a flint-striker in the gear of the
shepherd depicted in a wall-painting in

the Church of St George in Kurbinovo?,
the finding of flint-strikers in the grave of
a wandering soldier and their presence in
the kit of soldiers on campaign® tell us that
they were absolutely essential to soldiers,
veterans, and generally anyone who lived
outdoors and did not have the luxury of a
glowing hearth from which to light a fire. The
reference to a special pouch in which to car-
ry the necessary equipment reinforces this
impression.

Even today, much of the basic equipment
listed by the Survive Alive Score handbook
has to do with lighting and transmitting fire®.

To summarize, transferring a spark or
flame into the flame of an illuminating light
could occur through a variety of means: in
households from the hearth and in churches
from the ‘unsleeping’ (akoimetoi) i.e. ever-
burning lamps and candles, by means of a
portable fire-carrier (firebrand, torch). The
fire-lighting methods used in the Graeco-
Roman world survived through the Byzan-
tine age. We note the ease with which a fire
could be lit using lenses or mirrors, provided
that there was enough sunlight. The method
of rubbing two sticks together also had its
disadvantages, in that they might have been
difficult to carry and that the process could
take some time. From all we have seen, the
flint and stone method was probably the
most practical.

The importance of the role played by flint-
strikers, particularly in the army, is reflected
in the fact that these were depicted on the
banners™ of Thessaloniki (fig. 7) and Con-
stantinople (fig. 8) in the Palaecologan pe-
riod, as we are so eloquently informed by
Pseudo-Kodinos” and as may be inferred
from the description in a 14%-century Span-
ish manuscript’2. An echo of this tradition
survives in the emblem of the Thessaloniki
-based 34 Army Corps (fig. 9), although the
flint-strikers adorning it have been wrongly
interpreted as four betas, signifying “King
of Kings, Reigning over Kings’ (Baci\els
Bacidéwv, Bacilelwv Baocileudviwv). The
De officiis attributed to Pseudo-Kodinos
clearly describes the imperial banner, which
was decorated with a cross and flint-strikers:
“just as the megas domestikos was the head

of all entrenched camps, so the megas doux
was the supreme commander at sea. And
while all other military chiefs flew the cus-
tomary imperial banner, that is, a cross with
flint-strikers, the standard of the megas doux
displayed a flag with the emperor on horse-
back.

Taken together, all these things make very

clear the exceptional importance of the
flint-striker as a tool, although this may be
difficult to imagine in age when fires are lit
and lights come on at the flick of a finger!
