Byzantium, or the Byzantine Empire, is the
conventional name of the multiethnic, pri-
marily Greek-speaking and Christian, medi-
aeval state that existed for more than one
thousand years. Its origin is taken as 324 (or
330), when Constantine | founded his city of
Constantinople, or alternatively 395, when
the Roman Empire was divided among the
sons of Theodosius |; and it came to an end
in 1453, when Constantinople was captured
by the Ottomans'. With this event the Byz-
antine Empire ceased to exist as a state en-
tity; but that same violent rupture marked
the beginning of a new chapter in the his-
tory of the Greek world: the Post-Byzantine
period, during which the Byzantine heritage
survives among the enslaved Greeks even

belled as a fishing lamp in the Museum of
Cherson? (fig. 9) and another, also interpret-
ed as a fishing lamp, from the ancient port of
Dor, in modern-day Israel (fig. 10), that were
used like the torch depicted in a miniature
in the 1t"-century codex gr. Z. 479, f. 59r of
the Biblioteca Marciana® and described as
a pavdg (phanos) (fig. 1).

The “firebasket” type of refillable torch
for steady use is admirably described by
Hesychius as “..a grille upon which, in the
middle of the rooms, wood and torchwood
were burned for light™®. Similarly, Eustathius
of Thessalonica speaks of supports for fire-
brands, that is, blazing lengths of dry wood
that burned with a smokeless flame and
were used to light a room*. These descrip-
tions bring to mind the brackets used to
hold torches in more recent times (fig. 12)
(see in the present volume cat. no. 259).

The fact that torches were not easily ex-
tinguished but continued to burn and cast
their light even in the worst weather made
them ideally suited to movement in the
countryside, to torchlight ceremonies, to the
illumination of semi-outdoor areas, to night-
time activities like night-fishing (fig. 8), and
to the kind of hunt where blazing brands
were used to flush out the prey, as in the
scene depicted in a wall-painting at Qusayr
‘Amra, Jordan (ca. 661-750). They were also
used in lighthouses, signal beacons, military
tactics and as a means of transporting fire.
Since most of them gave off thick smoke
and emitted an unpleasant smell, only some
types were used as sources of light in hum-
bler households*.

Candles

Candles made of tallow (rendered animal fat)
or beeswax were a refinement of the torch®,
the chief difference lying in the relative pro-
portions of the wick and the envelope of
combustible material. This meant that torch-
es and candles burned in different ways: in
the torch the fuel burned directly, whereas
in the candle the flame burning around the
wick melted the wax and fed on the vapours
of liquefied wax drawn up into the wick, so
that the combustible material was consumed
more slowly than in the case of the torch and
candles thus burned for a longer time*.

One of the main reasons for the preva-
lence of candles appears to have been the
need to adapt the torchlight ceremonies
of the Graeco-Roman world to a Christian
context, as the Roman festivals in which they
were used were converted into Christian
ones. In the process it became imperative
to replace the smoky, smelly torches with
cleaner-burning, sweet-smelling wax can-
dles, for in the Christian world most rituals
took place inside the churches, whereas in
the Graeco-Roman world cult ceremonies
were performed outside the temples®. In
the Middle (843-1204) and Late Byzantine
period (1204-1453) it seems that ensuring
an adequate supply of beeswax became
one of the main concerns of the Christian
churches and monasteries, with the result
that the use of candles became even more
widespread, as shown by the chandlers’
shops that sprang up around the churches,
as for example in the case of Hagia Sophia
in Constantinople®. In Thessaloniki, Onesi-
phorus, the paramonarius® of the basilica of
St Demetrius, who extinguished the candles
before they burned out and sold the wax re-
covered from them, believed that this was
also for the benefit of the saint, because
the chandlery to which he sold the wax
belonged to the church®. The production
of beeswax appears to have flourished in
Thessaloniki in the Palaeologan period, for
we are told that the city exported wax®, for
example to Pisa®.

Indirect evidence suggests that in Byzan-
tium candles were made in various ways®.

- By dipping (fig. 13)%

In this process wicks were dipped -singly
or, for certain special types of candle, in clus-
ters- into the molten wax as many times as
necessary to produce the desired thickness.

« By pouring® or casting (fig. 14)%

Molten wax was poured over wicks sus-

pended from hooks, until the desired thick-
ness was obtained®. The surplus wax was
collected in a recipient called - in modern
times - a “hat” (kapelo)*, evidently because
of its shape. Meanwhile, the layer of wax de-
posited would have hardened and the pro-
cess could be repeated, until the desired
thickness was obtained?.

Indirect evidence of candle-dipping in
Byzantium is found in a detail of a wall-
painting of the Dormition of St Nicholas
in the Monastery of St Demetrius, Markov
Manastir®, near Skopje (fig. 15), where the
unlighted candles being distributed have a
loop of wick at the top. This loop was used
both for dipping the candles and for hang-
ing them up to dry. It seems probable that
it was also used to hang them up for sale®
and to hold them by during an offering of
candles (knpodooia, kerodosia)®° (fig. 16) for
areligious rite, as depicted in a miniature of
Cod. Vat. gr. 162, . 57v°.

« By moulding

Although we have no direct or indirect ev-
idence of candle-moulding in Byzantium, it
is likely that some candles, particularly the
larger-sized, cylindrical ones and others like
the twisted ones depicted in a 14"-century
wall-painting in the Church of the Panagia at
Saitoures Rethymnou®?, were made in this
way. The existence of a mould among the
equipment of the chandlery in the Great
Lavra Monastery on Mount Athos suggests

that, in more recent times at least, large
candles were made by plunging the wick
into special cylindrical forms from which
the excess liquid wax could run offé,

Wax - and presumably also tallow - can-
dles made by dipping or pouring could
be made in various sizes, since each dip-
ping added a layer of wax to the exterior
surface and the process was completed
only when the desired size was reached.
Mould-made candles, of course, could
only be made in the size of the mould®.

Although very few actual candles have
survived, the references to them in writ-
ten sources, the depictions of them, and
the surviving candlesticks that we have,
suggest that candles were made in a great
variety of shapes and sizes and types of
decoration. Apart from the widespread
use of candles in church (fig. 17) and mo-
nastic life and in burial customs, Byzan-
tine sources attest or indicate their use in
different secular activities and in military
campaigns®.

Lamps

In Modern Greek the term lychnari
[“Auxvépuv)'] describes a small lamp with
a wick that burned oil or fat® (fig. 18). The
word is a shortening of lychnarion?, a term
formed by the addition of the diminutive
suffix -arion to the Ancient Greek word
lychnos (“AUxvog”) and used from the Ear-
ly Byzantine period on to designate a small
oil lamp*®.

The etymology of the word lychnos and
the corresponding Latin word lucerna,
should be sought in the Greek root lyk-
(Auk-) and the Latin luc-, from which the
poetic Greek word lyke (“AUkn”) and the
Latin lux (light) are derived®. The false ety-
mology introduced in the Early Christian
period, deriving the word from elements
signifying “that which dissolves the dark-
ness’’°, was embraced by the Christians’.
Obviously, the lamp as symbol of the ban-
ishing of darkness permitted the Church

Fathers to associate it with John the Bap-
tist’? and/or with Christ himself. Taken to-
gether with the way the lamp worked, the
false etymology cited above allowed Maxi-
mus the Confessor to compare God to a
lamp”. Perpetuating this tradition, lamps
continued to constitute one of the main
means of illumination in Byzantium. Clay
lamps may be:

a) hand-made, although there are very few
published examples™ (fig. 19),

b) wheel-made, from a small lump of wet
clay placed on a potter’s wheel (fig. 20i-vii).
The finished lamp was loosened from the
wheel by means of a cord or metal blade,
which left traces on the bottom’ (see in the
present volume cat. nos 34, 40, 41) and

c) mould-made’ (fig. 21), (see in the present
volume 183-184).

In the early byzantine period pottery
lamps made in clay or plaster moulds far
outnumbered all other types and were the
commonest means of lighting. The use of a
mould to manufacture lamps, a method in-
troduced during the Roman period, was a
breakthrough in lighting technology and per-
sisted as a substantial interlude in the other-
wise steady predominance of wheel-made
lamps since their first appearance, marginal-
izing their production for a time. A pottery
that produced wheel-made articles made
more than just lamps, however; and since
these potteries never entirely disappeared,
wheel-made lamps evidently continued to
be manufactured in certain areas, for they

clearly co-existed with mould-made lamps.
The duration of this co-existence obviously
varying from region to region”.

The use of moulds permitted the mass pro-
duction of clay lamps; and the possibility of
decorating them, despite the small available
surface, turned lamps into conveyors of reli-
gious beliefs in the early Christian centuries,
although a purely Christian iconography for
lamps did not develop much before the 4%
c., when one of the first Christian symbols
to appear on clay lamps, the sacred mono-
gram, began to appear”. Particularly popu-
lar devices included fish, dolphins, doves,
peacocks, deer and lambs. Figures of Christ,
angels and anonymous suppliants occasion-
ally occur, as do, although relatively rarely,
narrative Biblical scenes’.

The lands of the Near East (Israel, Pales-
tine, Syria and Jordan) constitute a special
case, for the lamps produced there combine
elements of three religions (Christianity, Ju-
daism and Islam) and two languages (Greek
and Arabic)® and reflect the trends that
developed in the region at the dawn of the
Byzantine age.

As Late Antiquity drew towards a close, a
series of wars and invasions and their finan-
cial, social and technological consequences
seem to have led to the decline of mould-
made lamps in Byzantium, which continued
to be produced only in certain areas, appar-
ently those where the influence of Islam was
strongest.

Wheel-made lamps are of two main types:
closed (see in the present volume cat. no.
17) and open (see in the present volume cat.
nos 39, 42)°. The humble appearance and
purely practical character of wheel-made
lamps and the almost complete absence of
decoration are elements that are largely de-
termined by the limitations of the technique.

In Thessaloniki, the earlier discovery of
parts of clay moulds, such as the one on dis-
play at the Museum of Byzantine Culture
(inv. no. BK 4451) (fig. 22), as well as finds
from the area of the Agora® and the moat
along the city’s western wall (see in the
present volume cat. nos 79-81), are strongly
suggestive of local lamp-manufacturing ac-
tivity. This local activity was probably de-
rivative, based on the production of lamps

by surmoulage, that is, from moulds formed
around an existing lamp, which could be
filled with sand for added strength and to
prevent any clay from seeping into the interi-
or, a process that was considerably cheaper
and easier than creating and casting from an
original mould. The moulds that have been
found in Thessaloniki are clay. However,
there is evidence that plaster moulds were
used, as well (see in the present volume cat.
nos 82, 88, 98). Meanwhile, a clearer picture
of Byzantine wheel-made lamps in the city
and region of Thessaloniki and their impor-
tance in everyday life as a means of lighting
has also gradually begun to emerge.

Glass lamps® seem to be imitations of
closed-type single-nozzle clay and metal
lamps, and probably represent a first, un-
successful, attempt to use glass in this way,
for they tended to break at the point where
the flame touched and overheated the glass
walls.

The closed-type metal® lamps (fig. 23), (see
in the present volume cat. nos 52-54) resem-
ble the clay ones, except that they generally
had a lid to cover the pouring hole and were
often fitted with a reflector on the handle
and a specially shaped socket that slipped
over the pointed end of a metal lampstand.
This type of lamp seems to be one more
innovation of Byzantine lighting advancing
beyond Roman practices. Metal lamps were
durable, easy to carry, and “recyclable”, in

that some of their parts could be re-used.
They were usually made of copper alloys,
bronze or brass, more rarely of iron, using
techniques including the lost wax method®,
sand-casting® (see in the present volume
326-329) and hammering®.

Morphologically and stylistically, metal
lamps present a particularly rich typology®,
and include standing types, hanging types
and types for use with lamp-stands.

Lamps were used to light houses and
shops, mine galleries and churches. They
were part of the military field kit, and were
used by scribes and readers®, for religious
purposes and in funerary customs® (fig. 24).

Mould-made clay lamps sometimes imi-
tated metal lamps, but the reverse was also
possible. The dolphin-shaped clay lamp
from Louloudies Pierias in the Museum of
Byzantine Culture in Thessaloniki (inv. no.
BK 4513/19) (fig. 25)7 is thought to be an ex-
ample of the former case. A similar lamp was
found in the area of the baptistery of an Ear-
ly Christian basilica at Milea Larissis®™. Both
of these lamps recall the dolphin-shaped
ornaments on metal polycandela®.

Kandelai

The kandela (see in the present volume cat.
nos 55, 76-78) is a type of nozzleless open
lamp?, that is, without a horizontal projec-
tion to support the wick (fig. 26-27). In this
type of lamp the wick, where the fuel ac-
tually burns, is contained within the rim of
the vessel and not above or outside it as

in standard oil lamps (lychnoi). This is the
feature that distinguishes them from other
types of lamps, and as a consequence their
wicks are vertical, whereas in ordinary lamps
the wick is horizontal.

Aswe have seen, the Latinterm candelq, i.e.
lamp, and its Greek transcription, kavdriAa,
originally denoted anything that glowed. By
the 7" c. (and possibly earlier) the term kan-
dela had begun to acquire its present mean-
ing of a nozzle-less oil lamp. Initially, it seems,
they were simply called ‘lamps’ (lychnoi)®.
The terms kpatrip (crater) and cantharum
seem to have been applied to any vessels of
the shape indicated by those words. In some
cases, they seem to describe lamps having
this form, i.e. crater lamps, (krateres)®. The
word kaniskia (basket-shaped lamps) seems
to have meant the - usually metal - shells
protecting glass lights, (see in the present
volume cat. no. 55). Other related terms
include triple lamps (thryallides triphyeis,
trikandela)”, thryallides®, standing lamps
(kathistai)”, argyrokantelon (silver lamp)°,
chytrokandela / kythrokandela (pot-shaped
lamp)° and mouchroutia (lamp glasses)*°2

Lamps (kandelai) were filled with olive oil
and water. The wick drew the olive oil up by
capillary action to the tip, where it burned.
Kandelai may be classified by their material,
as metal, glass, stone or clay (see in the pre-
sent volume cat. no. 48), with glass the most
commonly occurring and ivory the rarest. It
seems likely that the construction material
was chosen on the basis of the desired fi-
nal effect. Glass lamps would obviously be
transparent or translucent, stone kandelai
opaque or, if made of rock crystal, trans-
lucent; solid-bodied clay and metal ones
would shed light only above the vessel, while
open-work types created a shadowy light.

Metal kandelai were made of silver and cop-
per alloys, and are classed as solid-bodied or
open-work types, the latter (and quite likely
the former as well) serving as shells for glass
liners, (see in the present volume 289). Since
they are very similar in shape to censers, it is
often difficult to distinguish between them.

Glass lamps were the great invention of
Late Antiquity in the field of lighting. They
appeared in Egypt and the Levant early in
the 3 c.,, and immediately began to replace
clay lamps. Glass lamps and polycandela
were already being used in Rome by the be-
ginning of the 4™ c., and as time went on they
became increasingly popular.

Glass lamps also possessed a series of ad-
vantages which contributed to their preva-
lence, including the fact that: a) the glass
bowls not only did not block the light but
indeed intensified it, since the water they
contained transformed their surfaces into
magnifying glasses; b) they did not need to
be constantly replenished and trimmed; c)
they did not need a special container to col-
lect combustion residues, since the flame
was contained within the rim of the vessel;
d) they were more durable than candles for
daily use, for their flame was better protect-
ed from draughts and thus less likely to be
blown out unexpectedly, making them ideal
for keeping alight the flame of “unsleeping”
(akoimetoi) i.e. ever-burning lamps; (see in
the present volume 85) and e) their open
rims made them easy to wash.

Counterbalancing these many advantages
were a number of serious disadvantages,
such as their high cost, their fragility, and the
fact that the insects attracted to their light
fell into their bowls.

Transparent glass lamps shed light all
around, making them ideal for lighting the
great Christian basilicas for they could be
hung up high, either singly or in clusters as
polycandela. The use of glass lamps was not
confined to Christian churches but spread
to the synagogues and the bathhouses, and
within a few decades to private houses as
well's,

By the 4" c. glass lamps headed the list
of glass manufactures, a development that
presumably had nothing to do with any lack
of other materials but rather with the feel-
ings inspired by the new material. This is
reflected in the descriptions of contempo-
rary writers: among others writing in Late
Antiquity, Prudentius (late 4™-early 5" c.)
and Paulinus of Nola (ca. 354-431) extolled
the beauty and luminosity of the light shed
by glass lamps suspended from the ceiling,
either singly or massed on a polycandelon™,
in terms repeated through the Middle Ages
and expressed in the 15 c. by Symeon of
Thessalonica, who compared the lamps
hanging in the churches to the stars in the
heavens: “In the church as in the visible
world lamps are hung like stars. The circle of

lights represents the firmament and circles
of planets™®. The information supplied by
literary sources appears to be confirmed by
archaeological finds, which show that such
lamps were part of the liturgical furnish-
ings of the great basilicas™. These passages
seem to me to reflect the fact that this new
means of lighting was truly impressive and
indeed awe-inspiring in churches with many
such fixtures'”.

From the 5% c. on glass lamps were widely
used everywhere, both in the “olpiayog”
(ouriachos) type™®, that is, a bowl with a long
tubular lower body, and in the type of a coni-
cal beaker with a short stem, disc base and
three small handles around the rim.

It seems that at first no special name was
used for glass lamps'”, but as time went on
they came to be called “Ughivoug Adxvoug”
(“glass lamps”) and “haprtApeg” (“lamps”).

The walls of glass lamps were fragile, and
would shatter if the flame came too close;
this was a handicap to the use of glass ves-
sels as lamps, and explains why they were
the last type of lamp to be used in the Ro-
man and Byzantine period. Adding water,
which has an extremely high heat capacity,
to the bowl of a glass lamp was one way of
protecting it from overheating and breaking.
Another problem was the need to keep the
wicks of glass lamps from touching the walls
of the vessel. These requirements largely
determined how glass lamps worked and,
except where floating vegetal wicks were
used, imposed the use of wick supports that
rested on the bottom of the lamp bowl or
on a glass cylinder set in the bottom of the
vessel (figs 28i-ii) or were placed on the rim
of the lamp (figs 28iii-vi)™.

Kandelai could be free-standing or sus-
pended, either singly or in sets arranged
on polycandela. The handles around their
rims are an indication of their use as hang-
ing lamps.

The various types seem to have developed
at different times and in different current in-
herited and emerging needs. Kandelai were
created for polycandela (see in the present
volume cat. no. 77), in other words, or rath-
er polycandela were created to support a
number of kandelai, whose shape was then
gradually modified accordingly: for example,

acquiring a solid stem for easy insertion into
the holder. It would seem that the reasons
for abandoning one type and preferring an-
other were purely practical.

For technical reasons and because of the
fragility of the material, glass lamps are usu-
ally undecorated. This apparently began to
change towards the end of the first millen-
nium, when a growing interest in decora-
tion resulted in the appearance of the first
enamelled glass lamps, which were probably
used as “lampshades”.

Kandelai were used in everyday life, per-
haps in private devotions, in reading and
writing, in places of worship, as indicated
by the specimens found in Monastery of
Zygou (figs 26-27)™ and the ones depicted in
the mosaics in the dome of the Rotonda of
St George in Thessaloniki™ (see in the pre-
sent volume 129-138) and in the basilica of St
Demetrius™, and in funerary rites (fig 29) ™.

We know that glass lamps were being
made in Early Christian Thessaloniki (see
in the present volume 126-128), while a ref-
erence to the possibility of finding glass in
9h-century Thessaloniki has been confirmed
by the discovery of a glass-working estab-
lishment in the centre of the city that was in
operation circa 820-870™.

Supporting and suspending light devices
The development of a variety of types of
support types for different kinds of stand-
ing or hanging lights in Byzantium reflects
primarily to the established use of candles
as a means of lighting and the emerging use
of glass lamps, which resulted in the creation
of a series of new means for supporting and
suspending both candles and kandelai.

The vocabulary associated with these
means of support is as rich and varied as the
objects it describes. Often, the terms indi-
cate the kind of light they were intended for
(e.g. candlestick, candlestand™, lampstand),
their position [e.g. free-standing lamps, de-
scribed as “otafepd™ or “ctatapéa” (sta-
tarea)™], their shape [“na\dpat” (palamai),
maybe “palmate” lamps™, “6Be\ickoluyvia”,
lamps in the shape of an obelisk™, dragon-
shaped lamp-brackets (drakontaria)?], or
the number of lights [e.g. candelabra with
twelve candleholders (manoualia dodeka-
photia)?, and the twin candlestick or
“Sidurourov”  (divamvoulon) carried by
the emperor®]. One important element
that must be taken into account is the loan-
words from Latin, for example “kavinhépl”
(kanteleri) from candelabrum and manouale
from candelabrum manuale™.

Classified by position, candle and lamp
supports fall into four categories: a) stand-
ing, b) portable, c) sconces, affixed to walls
or articles of furniture, and d) ceiling fixtures,
from which lamps can be hung. Each of

note that the use of oil lamps and bees-
wax candles in Christian worship is such
a powerful tradition that it persists to this
day, both in the churches and in private
devotions, despite the parallel use of elec-
tric lighting. Moreover, even where electric
lights have replaced oil lamps and candles,
they are made in the shape of Byzantine
candelabra (see in the present volume 328).
